From
there, volunteers can work up to the
roles of pulling animals for surgery,
making up vaccinations, cleaning
cages, and making surgical packs. Once
Travis finds a volunteer who has met
the challenges given to them he teaches
them how to prepare animals for sur-
gery and intake animals into the shelter.
Some volunteers, under his supervi-
sion, have even moved on to training
other volunteers.
